
Bus Rapid Transit (BRT)
A broad term given to a variety of transportation systems that; through improvements to infrastructure, vehicles 
and scheduling; attempt to use buses to provide a service that is of a higher quality than an ordinary bus line.

Express Bus Routes
Service that is intended to run faster than normal bus lines.  Express bus routes usually run between downtown 
sections of cities and the more residential suburbs.

Light Rail Transit (LRT) 
A form of urban rail public transportation that generally has a lower capacity and lower speed than heavy rail and 
metro systems.  LRT is usually operated on an exclusive right-of-way. 

Metro Rural Loop 
A proposed hub and spoke beltway around the metropolitan areas of the four mid-valley counties (Fresno, Madera, 
Tulare and Kings) that connects urban and rural areas.

Regional Transportation Plan 
The mechanism used by California transportation planning agencies to conduct long-range (minimum of 20 years) 
multi-modal transportation planning in their regions.

Resource Conservation Land 
Protected natural resource or environmentally-sensitive land.

Sphere of In�uence 
Area of expected/anticipated growth for a speci�ed planning period.

Strategic Farmland 
Land that is the most likely to sustain economically-viable agriculture in the long-term.

Transportation Corridor 
Generally a linear tract of land in which at least one main line for transport; be it road, rail or canal; has been built.
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
